Mixed Bag – that’s how the crop watchers are describing this year’s production results and my 

riding in combines so far says the same thing. Monitors are showing nice stretches of corn 

yielding 230 bushels per acre with sudden drops to 130 bu/A that slowly raise back to 180. 

Early bean yields are “decent” but some late plantings await delayed maturities. At least a nice 

bounce off market lows may have occurred for cashing in on grain price levels above early 

season estimates. For these joys and worries we are grateful because they are more 

manageable than those problem areas hit hard by bad summer weather.
